ENGLISH TWELVE NOVEL STUDY
Required Components:

1. Lit. Circles – You MUST contribute to at least 3 lit. circles.

2. Edmodo – You MUST go online to Edmodo and post at least 3 comments, answer 3 weekly discussion questions, and respond to at least 3 other questions on your blog.

3. Tasks:  From the tasks listed below, you must do FOUR plus Task #30.  These tasks must be from different sections. No two tasks may be from the same section.

SECTION ONE: SETTING AND BACKGROUND  

1. The first 3 chapters of a novel, while introducing setting and plot, can make or break a decision to read the entire novel.  In a paragraph of no fewer than 150 words, evaluate the first three chapters and how they did or did not capture your interest.  Support with 3 references from the novel.

2. Draw a map of the setting of your novel including any relevant places or buildings.  For each location on the map, include a quote that notes the setting.  This assignment is not appropriate for a generic setting.

3. Discuss the importance the setting plays in your novel with particular attention to three events that are affected by setting.  Use 3 quotes to support your answer.

4. Create a diorama based on the description of setting in your novel.  Include a passage from the novel which helped you create your diorama.

5. If your novel has some basis in history, write a one-page report which provided the historical background which would be helpful to someone reading the novel.  For example,  if you read Cold Mountain, you could write a report discussing the facts of the Civil War as it applies to the novel. Provide a Works Cited or Sources citation for this assignment.

6. Discuss whether your novel, if historical fiction, remains true to history or which historical events are reflected in the novel.  Be sure to include 3 specific examples from the novel in your answer.  Min. length – 250 words.

7. If your novel has some basis in philosophical or religious belief, write a report of at least 200 words discussing the belief or beliefs and how they appear in the novel.  Works cited or sources are required.

8. If your novel has some basis in scientific, medical or technological advancement, write a brief report of at least 200 words which explains the advancement and its role in the novel.  Works cited or sources are required.

SECTION TWO – PLOT 

9. In list form, list the 10 major events of the novel and why each is important.

10. If you were creating a movie script for your novel, identify 3 events which would be crucial to include and explain why each is so important to the novel.

11. Create a comic book which contains at least 15 panels and represents the major events.  You could use Comic Life from the computer lab for this task. 

SECTION THREE: CHARACTER 

12. Character sketch – Write a detailed character sketch of the main character.  It must be supported by at least 5 references from the novel.  Suggested length – 250 words.

13. Character relationship map – Draw a map or illustration which explains the relationships between the main characters in the novel.  Include a quote which illustrates each relationship and the page where it appears.

14. If your character is dynamic, compare him/her from the beginning to the end of the novel, tracing key moments in his/her development and the moment of epiphany.  This assignment can be done in paragraph or graphic form provided there is detailed support from the novel.

15. Describe a character’s moment of epiphany, including the causes of it, the actual epiphany and the results of his/her discovery.  Include 3 quotes from the novel.  Page numbers required.  Length – 200 words.  

16. If your novel is a fantasy novel, create an illustration which includes the main characters and a quote to describe each. Page numbers required.

17. Write a poem that describes your main character.  It may be in any verse form and make at least 5 references to the character’s traits.

18. Write an ode to the protagonist.  Be sure to use elevated language and sophisticated phrasing.  Length – at least 15lines.

19. Create a collage of the main character, representing at least 5 traits, and including 5 supporting quotes on your collage.

20. Write a monologue based on the actions of the main character in the first half of the novel.  The monologue should make clear WHO the character is, his relationship to the other characters and his character traits.  IF THE MAIN CHARACTER IS THE NARRATOR, DO NOT COPY HIS/HER EXACT WORDS.

21. If there are character foils in your novel, make a chart which outlines the foil in detail using quotes and events as evidence for your assertions.

SECTION FOUR:  NEW FORMS 

22. If your novel has already become a movie, write a brief review of it.  Suggested length – 250 words.  Be sure to include whether the movie was different from the novel, and if so, were those differences important and why.

23. Create a soundtrack for your novel, assuming it was being made into a movie.

Identify 10 musical selections, what event each selection would be played during and most importantly, the connection between the selection and the event.  BE SPECIFIC and CLEAR.  Include lyrics and examples from the novel in your explanation.

24 Find a review of the novel you have read.  Write a response of at least 200 words agreeing or disagreeing with the reviewer and PROVIDING SUPPORT FROM THE NOVEL to back up your opinion.  Include the web address of the review in your assignment.

SECTION FIVE – VOCABULARY AND STYLISTIC DEVICES 

25. Compile a glossary of 25 words from you novel.  DEFINE and include the quote and page where this word occurs.  Using at least 16 of these words, create a crossword and its solution page.  NOTE:  There are many make-a-crossword sites, but many will not print.  Before you make an entire crossword, make a mini-crossword and try to print it so you’re not wasting your time on a site which won’t print) 

26. In paragraph form with reference to the novel, comment upon the author’s use of ONE of the following:

Foreshadowing

Flashbacks

Stereotype or Archetype

Hyperbole

Personification

Irony

Prologue

Symbolism

27. Some writers tend to be very poetic in their use of description.  Find 2 examples of EACH of the following:

Personification

Metaphor

Simile

Assonance

Alliteration

For each method being used, include the quote and page # as well as what is being described and WHY THE AUTHOR USES THIS DEVICE.

28. Some writers have a unique style.  Comment upon any specifics style which your novelist employs using 3 references to the novel as examples.  150 – 200 words.

29. Make a list of 20 important quotes from the novel.  For each quote, explain WHO the speaker is, the context of the quote and why the quote is important to the novel.

SECTION SIX – THEME – NO CHOICES

30.
 In essay form, discuss the underlying theme of the novel.  Avoid general topics like honesty or love.  A true theme must be a statement like what the author is trying to say about love or honesty.  Length – 250 words.  Include at least 3 examples from the novel in this essay and how the examples support the theme.

  If you wish to substitute a task with one of your own making, please clear this task with Ms Hamilton and be sure it fulfills the objectives of that section.

REMEMBER TO REFER TO THE EVALUATION CHART BEFORE YOU HAND IN YOUR PROJECT.  IT WILL PROVIDE YOU WITH AN IDEA OF WHAT REVISIONS YOU NEED TO MAKE.

REMINDER #2 – THE BLACK BINDER WILL PROVIDE YOU WITH SAMPLES OF WHAT IS EXPECTED.  BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR WORK AGAINST THE SAMPLES IN THE BINDER.

3 Bare Pass

· Does not fulfill all of the criteria

· Contains minor and major errors which affect the meaning and flow of the task.

· Weak references and supports from the novel.

· Novel weakly linked to the task at hand.

· Lacks neatness  and organization  or is inappropriate to the task.

2 Weak

-Missing some components of the criteria

· A plethora of errors, both minor and major 

· Few references to the novel and some references lack relevance.

· No clear link between novel and task at hand.

· Lacks neatness, clarity, organization or appropriateness.


1 Inadequate

· Few components of the criteria have been attempted.

· Errors are such to impede understanding or readability

· No references to the novel or links of any kind.

· A visual disaster.
